*Order of the planets, beginning from the closest to the sun, to the most further away:
My (Mercury) Very (Venus) Educated (Earth) Mother (Mars) Just (Jupiter) Served (Saturn) Us (Uranus) Noodles (Neptune).

· [image: image3.emf]The planets orbit around the sun.
· Gravity is the force that keeps planets orbiting around the sun.
· Rotation: Planet spinning on a fixed axis. 
· EARTH completes one rotation in 24hours; giving our day & night.
· Revolution: Planets orbiting (moving around) the sun.
· EARTH completes one revolution in 365 days, giving our four seasons.
· Inner Planets – First 4 planets closest to the sun (Mercury, Venus, Earth, and Mars) are made mostly of rock.
· Outer Planets – Last 5 planets after the asteroid belt (Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and Neptune) are known as gas giants.
